The Census determines funding for local communities over the next ten
years. If one person is missed, his/her region will lose $1300 over 10
years.

It is urgent that community members get involved...

because we know our communities best and due to the economic crisis, state and local
governments will not be doing as much outreach. For example, California spent $25
million in the 2000 Census and only $2 million for 2010.

How can I participate in the JACL Census Week of Action?
